Early 60’s Music Note Key:

50’s Problems:  Elvis is in the Army, Chuck Berry is arrested, Jerry Lee Lewis Scandal, and Buddy Holly, Richie Valens and the Big Bopper are killed in a plane crash.

Music Industry Solution-  They try to “tame” Rock n Roll

Early Pop song topics = Teenager stuff like Love, Cars 

Role of Producer = create artists to fit the teen image

Phil Spector- famous music producer of  the early 60s

Most Artists- Did NOT write their own songs at this time

Making a Record- artists just performed songs on tape in the studio
